eCommerce Business Website

Project Description
The purpose of this project is to develop a “real” business idea that could be an actual start-up business.  What that means is

1. It’s a business that a teenager could run (with adult help)

2. It could be either a physical “real” business, a totally “online” company, like Amazon.com, or both

3. It may be a business that sells products, or one that provides services

The project will incorporate many aspects of web design already learned this year, but will also include new skills such as

1. Design and Layout

2. Banner Advertising

3. Web publishing

In addition to the creation of the website, this project will require an understanding of eCommerce, business competitors, product supply and delivery, advertising and promotion of a website.

Business Description

A detailed, written description of: 

· what the business idea is

· what product or service will be sold

· where will the business be located (physical location, virtual store, or both)

· the name of the business, and 

· why you want to open this business.  

Give reasons why you think you will be successful in operating this business.  Explain if you will have any business partners and if so what will each of your responsibilities be.

Competition and Customer Information

Identify who your existing competition is (specific companies who provide the same or similar products or services); list their names, addresses and/or website URL’s.  Compare each of them to your proposed business and determine similarities and differences.  Identify your potential customers.  List specifics (age, gender, common interests, etc).  

Company Logo and Slogan

Write a slogan (a brief attention-getting phrase used in advertising or promotion) for your business.  

Create a logo (an identifying symbol used in advertising) for your business.  The logo can be computer-generated or hand-drawn (we will scan it), but must be 100% original!  

The purpose of both the logo and the slogan will be to capture the attention of potential customers, so it must be appealing, and effectively identify your product or service.

Banner Advertisement

Create an effective and professional banner advertisement that could be used to promote your business website.  The banner ad must include your business name along with creative, original artwork designed to get a web surfer’s attention!

Website Storyboard

Create a storyboard for your business website.  The storyboard must be in color (marker, crayon, colored pen) and must include: 

· page titles

· file names

· navigation structure

· proposed use of images

· ALL information to be included

The storyboard cannot be created until all decisions regarding location, products/ services offered, unit pricing, ordering and delivering procedures, etc. have been made.  Web pages cannot be written until you have an approved storyboard.

Website

Create the website for your business.  The site must follow the storyboard.  If changes are required, the storyboard must be modified and approved before web pages are written.  The website will be presented to the class, along with the storyboard and banner ad.
